Rates:

Booking is by family group. This can include parents, carers and family friends. Adults unaccompanied by children by my personal invitation only. Places are limited so book soon.
Adults £60-£100 each. That's £60 minimum if you are on the dole etc. £100 if you are working. Couples with at least one partner on a decent wage should pay £160-£200 between them. Single unwaged parent pays £60. Don't leave yourself short, if you are waged but travel costs make the £100 rate unmanageable, pay something between £60 and £100. Old friends, get in touch for mate's rates. This year I'm also offering one carer's place per family group at £30, these are for those few adults who come to help with childcare but don't take part in any of the camp activities. Call Chris 07988820039 if you are unsure how much to pay.

Camping in the meadow is £25 per adult for the whole event whether you are in a tent or a vehicle. This is a fixed rate regardless of whether or not you can attend the whole event. Your camping money will be collected on arrival, please don't send anything now for camping. There are a limited number of hard-standing pitches with hook up just outside the main field at a rate of £10 per vehicle/caravan per night. These should be booked directly with Hay Brow campsite, call Lauretta on 0754 6955333. 

Children under 16 come free and camp free. Young adults (16-21) £30 each, adult camping rates apply.

By booking for this event you agree to the following conditions:

1. You are responsible for your own children. If you are sharing childcare at any time, it is your responsibility to be clear who is the responsible adult. Children are free to roam and play in the camping meadow. Outside the main field on the Hay Brow site, they must be accompanied by an adult. There will be restricted areas around the gas burners, the kitchen tent and parking where all children must be accompanied by an adult.

2. You will respect the site and other attendees. Wildness is welcome, lairiness is not. We will have a lot of little ones on site so keep the noise down after bedtime. Strictly no radios, or sound-equipment on site outside of organised dance sessions.

3. Respect any noise curfews. Please do bring your drums and musical instruments for fireside jams but no loud late night drumming circles etc! We will have a quiet camping zone but noise travels.

4. It's fine to have a drink in the evenings but this isn't the place to get slaughtered. Responsible drinking only.

5. Fires. There will be a main fire on site and firewood will be provided, please only use this wood. Hay Brow's woodpiles are very tempting but hands off! There are lots of great places to gather wood offsite if we need any more. Fires and barbeques off the ground are fine around your tents but bear the little ones in mind and don't leave them unattended.

6. Anyone out of order will get one of my Paddington Bear hard stares and may be asked to leave.

7. Keep traffic in and out of the field to a minimum, lift share wherever possible. If you do need to drive in the field DEAD SLOW, HAZARDS ON with a walking escort. Live-in vehicles in the field stay there for the duration once they are in. We'll do our best to accommodate everybody's vehicles but if we have a very wet July, we may have to restrict parking on the site itself. This is unlikely but if it happens, families with babies and smaller children will be given priority for on site parking. You will still be able to drive to the field entrance to unload your stuff and you can park in the nearby village, it's only 10 minutes' walk. If necessary, we'll organise shuttles for the dances off site and for our beach trip.
